Guidelines – illness

 Extension of PhD degree programme and SU PhD scholarship 
(part A, 4+4 scheme)

Absence in connection with long-term illness must be reported to the department as well as the graduate school no later than 14 days after the first day of illness.

An application for extension of the SU PhD scholarship/degree programme may be made in connection with a demonstrable extension of the PhD degree programme. 

The period of illness must last longer than one month before it is possible to apply for an extension of the SU PhD scholarship/degree programme.

The SU PhD scholarship may, as a maximum, be extended by four months of absence within a continuous period of twelve months, see section 51(1) of the Danish Act on the Education Grant and Loan Scheme in Denmark (SU-loven). 
The paid employment will not be extended. 

The signed application form for extension must not be submitted until the PhD student is able to resume work full-time.

If the period of absence is longer than four months within a continuous period of twelve months, the disbursements will be discontinued (the SU PhD scholarship and any paid employment) until the PhD student reports fit for full-time work. The PhD scholarship/degree programme will subsequently be extended by a maximum of four months.
Doctor’s note

As of 1 November 2018 the rules for submission of the doctor’s note has changed. A declaration of duration (Varighedserklæring) must be submitted as soon as possible after the official notification of illness has been received. 

PhD students on sick leave before 1 November 2018 must still enclose a doctor's note (Friattest) covering the full period of absence when submitting the application for extension due to illness. 

The graduate school pays for doctor's note, if it is submitted as an electronic invoice.
