


Arts Internship for Innovation Grant Application Template

Please see https://phd.arts.au.dk/phd-students/phdstudies/phddissertation/internship-grants for a full description of the program and the application criteria.

The scheme is open to PhD students at Arts who have submitted or are expected to submit their PhD dissertation on time. The internship grant can be applied for up to three months before and three months after submission. An internship contract can only be concluded after documented submission of the PhD dissertation.

The internship must begin no later than four months after submission and may have a maximum duration of three months. For internships applied for in 2026, it is a requirement that the internship is also completed in 2026 and therefore planned to start no later than 1 October 2026.

The application must be sent to the Dean’s Office [lalo@au.dk] no later than 1 September 2026.
